Corix Multi-Utility Services Inc. Restructuring and Business Combination Application

On November 16, 2022, Corix Multi-Utility Services Inc. (Corix) and SW Merger Acquisition Corp. (SWMAC) applied to
the British Columbia Utilities Commission (BCUC) for approval of a proposed business combination and restructuring.
Corix owns and operates several public utility systems in British Columbia that are subject to BCUC regulation.

Corix and its related entities, along with SWMAC and its related entities, seek BCUC approval to combine certain
business activities (including electricity, natural gas geothermal energy, wastewater, water, etc.) in Canada and the
United States.

Corix also requests approval to transfer its interest and the Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity for each
of its three regulated Stream B thermal energy utilities: Burnaby Mountain District Energy Utility; UBC Neighborhood
District Energy System; and Dockside Green District Energy Utility, to limited partnerships.

In its review of the application, the BCUC will explore if and how the proposed business combination and
restructuring will impact Corix’s regulated business and customers. The proposed business combination and
restructuring are expected to be complete in late 2023.
